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The Foundation’s Reducing gambling harm in Victoria: Outcomes framework baseline report 2022 is now available on our website.
It is the first report against the Foundation’s Reducing gambling harm in Victoria: Outcomes framework 2022, and as such, its purpose is to provide a baseline from which future reports will measure progress. 
What is the Reducing gambling harm in Victoria: Outcomes framework 2022?
· In early 2022, the Foundation released our Reducing gambling harm in Victoria: Outcomes framework 2022. The outcomes framework describes our long-term aspirations to prevent and reduce gambling harm in the Victorian community and provides the goals that guide the Foundation’s priorities. 
· The outcomes framework is the first of its kind to address gambling harm prevention and reduction in Victoria and delivers on one of the major recommendations of the 2021 Victorian Auditor-General’s Office report, Reducing the harm caused by gambling. 
· The outcomes framework covers a range of complex factors that influence gambling harm and provides measures against which we can assess changes in these factors over time.

What is the purpose of the Outcomes framework baseline report 2022?
· To measure change over time, a baseline or starting point is needed. The Outcomes framework baseline report 2022 sets a baseline from which future reports will measure progress towards:
· reducing the number of Victorians who experience harm from gambling
· reducing the social, health and economic costs of gambling harm in Victoria.
· The baseline report provides a summary analysis of all outcomes, as well as a comprehensive analysis of each outcome area. 
How was the outcomes framework baseline established?
· The baseline year for most measures in the framework is 2021.
· It draws together reporting data for most of the measures in the framework. Where earlier data are available, this has been included for context and future reports will consider trends and changes over time and the factors contributing to change.
What challenges and opportunities are highlighted by the baseline report?
· The baseline report highlights some challenges and areas for continued focus in addressing gambling-related harm, particularly in relation to the gambling environment, behaviour and attitudes. The findings demonstrate the importance of addressing the normalisation of gambling, particularly its effect on young people. They also indicate a need to increase knowledge of the risks associated with gambling in the community.
· The framework and baseline report recognise that the Foundation cannot influence or shift the dial on all measures alone, and that achieving the outcomes in the framework requires collective efforts from the Foundation and others. 
What’s next?
· The Foundation will continue to align our strategic priorities with the outcomes framework, and work alongside our partners and stakeholders to help them apply the framework to their own work.
· With the transition of the Foundation’s functions to other areas of government by mid-2024, it is anticipated that the role of monitoring the measures and outcomes will be passed to a successor agency or agencies that will allow the work commenced by the Foundation to continue.
